


Please read these carefully

before assembling

1 Lay out the ground sheet where
you want to erect your Cross re.
The pegging points attached to the

ground sheet must face downwards.

A small Trakker label indicates the
doorway.

2_ Place the Cross re in the
centre of the ground sheet. Kneel
down and open out the poles of the
Cross re, plugging together the 2
outer poles (far left and far right)
with the 48cm extended frame
sections as you go. Ensure the
spigots are fully inserted.

3_ Fanoutthe 5 pole sections.
The far left and far right poles need
joining together to form an arc (at
this stage ensure the remaining 3
poles are sitting on top of the arc).

4 Now, stand up and using the
arc lift the bivvy in to a standing
position.

5 With each of the remaining
3 poles carefully extend them
and then attach them to the
corresponding aluminium pole
which is attached to the front of
the bivvy. Please ensure that the

middle 3 poles rest on top of the arc.

6_ You should now have the basic
shape of the erected Cross re.

7_ Atthis stage you can

position your Cross re using the
groundsheet as a template. Peg out
the rings at the rear of the Cross re
ensuring that you peg through the
groundsheet ring (if available) with
the same peg.

8 Please note the ground sheet is
slightly oversized to allow for uneven
ground; so try not to stretch it too
tightly. At this point you can attach
either of the in Il panels if you so
wish as well as the Quicksticks.

9 NB.Ifnoin Il panelis being
used we recommend that the
Quicksticks are still attached but
through the pegs at the point of the
stormsides.

10_Ifyou are using anin |l

panel you can now peg down the
remainder of the bivvy and position
the storm poles according to your
own preference.

11 Thedooris tted with two-way
Zips so it may be opened from the
top or bottom. The door is longer
than the bivvy so it can act as draft
skirt and be tucked under the
ground sheet. Please note the zips
on the door will not match in length
and this is normal.

12 You now need to tension the
Cross re. To do this you must peg
out the elastic loops where tted.
(You can use the pegs which you
have previously used when pegging
down the Cross re).

13 _In stormy conditions you may
wish to use extra pegs to secure
the bivvy to the ground.

14 _To dissemble the Cross re, you
simply need to reverse the order in
which the Cross re was erected.

Aftercare

In order to stop mildew from
forming and damaging your bivvy
it is very important to dry them out
as soon as possible after use

If you do not have the space to
fully open at home then remove
the outer bag and open it as much
as possible, turning it every few
hours until fully dry.

Treat the fabric when necessary
(every one or two years) with fabsil
gold, this will replenish the fabric s
water repellent properties and
extend the bivvys life.

It is also important to clean the
spigots routinely and keep them
clear from grit and dirt.
